With 
the collaboration of the Huntsville Public Library, Huntsville Arts Commis-
sion, and the Friends of the Wynne, an exhibition was held in honor of 
Haas and exhibiting some of the sixty plus working drawing given to the 
city at the library. He spoke with many locals and gave much insight to his 
inspirations for becoming a muralist.

Also 
during his time in Huntsville, Haas toured the Historic Downtown and 
gave a talk at the SHSU Art Department. Did you know that Huntsville 
currently has more Haas murals than any other city in the nation?
